Emory & Henry Idle
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Bridgewater quarterback Jeff Highfill completed 15-of-19
passes for 163 yards and two touchdowns to lead the Eagles
to a 20-6 victory over Shenandoah. Highfill also rushed for
59 yards on 10 carries to finish with 222 yards total offense.

Highfill has not thrown an interception in the first two games of this
season and is completing 67.6 percent of his passes...The victory Sat-
urday over Shenandoah was the eighth straight for the Eagles over the
Hornets since Shenandoah reinstated its football program in the 2000
season...Running back Phillip Carter just missed his second straight
100-yard game as he finished with 98 yards on 19 carries...Senior full-
back Shawn Baker is making the switch tooffense look easy. Baker
spent his first three seasons on the defensive side of the ball before
earning the starting fullback position this season. Against Shenandoah,
Baker ran six times for 53 yards and caught two passes for 14, includ-
ing the first TD reception of his career...
Defensive end Travis Gantt recorded six tackles to lead the defense that
held Shenandoah to just six points. Gantt was credited with one QB
sack and 1.5 tackles behind the line of scrimmage.

The Cardinals offense had 377 total yards on the day with
243 coming in the form of an aerial attack.  Keith Ricca
continued to put up strong numbers with 213 passing yards
and two TD's.  Andrew Buis led all receivers with 113 yards

on seven catches and a touchdown.  His touchdown was a 46 yard
pass from Ricca to put the Cards up early in the first.  This is the second
game in a row that Buis has scored and led all receivers. On the ground
freshman Rich Barry netted 60 yards on nine carries while captain Stevie
Hendley had 58 yards on nine carries with a TD.  The offense spread
the ball around utilizing eight different receivers throughout the game.

With three touchdowns for the second week in a row, Joe
Joyner passed Micah Rushing on Guilford's career touch-
down receptions list (21). The last Guilford student with
consecutive games with three receiving scores was Junior

Lord in 1997. Joyner ranks sixth on Guilford's all-time catches list with
143… Josh Vogelbach passed for 411 yards in Guilford's win over Meth-
odist, which marked his second straight 400-yard passing performance
and the seventh of his career. His 40 completions in the game rank third
in school history and his 60 pass attempts stand seventh. He moved
into second place on the ODAC's career passing TD chart (81)…
Guilford's 120 points in its last two games is its highest two-game
scoring total in school history… a week after a disappointing two-for-six
effort kicking PATs at Southern Virginia, the Quakers' spent some time
re-evaluating the place-kicking situation. .Sophomore Hunter Chappell
won the chance to kick PATs at Methodist and made all six point-after
kicks, the second-highest single-game total in school history…Hagen
Miller caught 14 passes for 128 yards (both career highs) and a touch-
down in the Quakers' 50-47 win at Methodist… his 14 receptions rank
third in school history and seventh in ODAC history… had nine second-
half receptions… seven of his catches led to Guilford first downs, in-
cluding five on either third- or fourth-down plays.

H a m p d e n -
Sydney racked
up 514 total
yards of of-

fense in Saturday's victory
over Gettysburg College.
Quarterback Corey Sedlar,
playing in only his second
game, threw for 258 yards
and four touchdowns while
completing 23-of-34 passes.  Four different Tigers rushed for at least
30 yards, while Zach Miller scored three touchdowns, one receiving and
two rushing.  Freshmen running backs Justin Curtis and Drew Walker
scored the first touchdowns of their college careers.  Hampden-Sydney
held the high powered Gettysburg offense to just seven points and
contained running back Tom Sturges (3,000 yard rusher) all afternoon.
Nine Tigers posted at least five or more tackles.  The Tigers forced five
turnovers on the afternoon, including interceptions by Kyle Booker and
Jamie Edlow.

Zak Thornton again had 30+ carries for the second straight
week in a win over Johns Hopkins on Saturday.  He racked
up 129 yards on 37 carries to help the Yellow Jackets to the
win.  For the season, Thornton has 73 carries for 291 yards

and a touchdown.  Thornton helped R-MC rack up 311 yards of total
offense and chew up close to 33 minutes of time of possession.
Thornton is the first Yellow Jacket to rush for over a 100 yards since the
2005 season and the first in the program to do it in back-to-back games
since the mid 1990's.  R-MC's defense stifled the Johns Hopkins of-
fense on Saturday holding the Blue Jays to just 207 total yards including
82 on the ground.  The Yellow Jackets had eight tackles behind the line
of scrimmage, an interception to seal the win and recorded a safety for
the second straight game.  Sophomore linebacker Christian Stahl led
the Jackets with 13 total stops.

Junior tailback Tom Pacicco rushed for a career-high 116
yards and two touchdowns on 33 carries, the first W&L back
to go over 100 yards since the 2003 season.  Junior quar-
terback R.J. Varner completed 18-of-40 passes for 250 yards

and one touchdown, finishing one yard shy of his career-high total set
last season against Guilford.  Senior wide receiver Jack Martin totaled
nine catches for 177 yards and one touchdown to climb to within 77
yards of becoming the Generals' career receiving yardage leader.  Mar-
tin currently has 120 catches for 2,237 yards and 26 touchdowns for his
career.  Washington and Lee limited F&M to just 122 yards and 3-for-17
on third down conversions in posting a shutout victory.  The win marked
W&L's first shutout since blanking Catholic 28-0 last season.

OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Corey Sedlar, QB, Hampden-Sydney College
Sedlar, a sophomore from Richmond, Virginia, led the Tigers to a 54-7
thumping of Gettysburg College on Saturday afternoon, amending a one-
point loss to Johns Hopkins the previous week.  Sedlar, starting only his
second game at quarterback, completed 23-of-34 passes for 258 yards
and four touchdown passes.  Sedlar found three different receivers on his
scoring strikes, connecting with Josh Baumgartner twice and tossing the
other two scores to Drew Smith and Zach Miller.  In his first two games,
Sedlar has a 66.1 completion percentage (39-of-59) with six touchdown
passes, no interceptions, and a passer rating of 160.6.

ODAC COACHING WIN/LOSS RECORDS

Ferrum (1-1, 0-0 USA South) at Bridgewater (2-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 1:30 p.m.
Bridgewater and Ferrum meet for the 10th time on Saturday with the Panthers holding a 7-2
edge in the all-time series.  Last year, the Eagles needed a goal line stand in overtime to get by
the Panthers in Ferrum, 30-27. Phillip Carter  rushed for 120 yards and a touchdown on 15
carries to lead the Eagles.  Quarterback Jeff Highfill threw for 176 yards and two scores in the
effort.  He also ran for a touchdown.  Ferrum running back Jermaine Pitts burned the Eagles for
242 yards on the ground with one touchdown as the Panthers put up 493 total yards rushing.

Catholic (2-0, 0-0 ODAC) at McDaniel (0-2, 0-0 Centennial) - 1:00 p.m.
The Cardinals square off with McDaniel for the 12th time on Saturday with the Green Terror
holding a 9-2 advantage in the all-time series.  McDaniel handed the Cardinals a 14-13 loss in
last season’s meeting.  With the score tied in the fourth quarter, CUA's Ryan Bowman caught a
pass from Keith Ricca for the go-ahead TD, but the PAT was missed.  With under two minutes to
play, McDaniel went on an 11-play 71-yard scoring drive to win the game, handing CUA its first
loss of the year.  Both teams enter Saturday’s game with the same records as the 2006 contest.

N.C. Wesleyan (0-2, 0-0 USA South) at Emory & Henry (1-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 1:00 p.m.
Emory & Henry and N.C. Wesleyan meet for just the second time with the Wasps winning last
season’s inaugural contest.  E&H pulled off a home victory over NC Wesleyan with only 35
seconds left in the game as the Wasps completed a 12-play 94-yard drive and secured a 24-21
victory. The Wasps were down 21-10 with 4:25 left in the 3rd QTR and did not give in to the
Bishops who are coached by former E&H assistant coach and all-conference kicker, Jack Ginn.
The Bishops are the USA South Conference's preseason #1 coaches pick.

Averett (0-1, 0-0 USA South) at Guilford (2-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 7:00 p.m.
The local rivals separated by around 50 miles meet for the fourth time in school history Saturday.
The Quakers and Cougars scrimmaged from 2000-03, Averett's first years of varsity football. The
Cougars have won the first three official meetings of the series. The Cougars overcame 502
passing yards and five touchdowns by Josh Vogelbach and claimed a 54-34 victory over Guilford
in Danville, Va. last season. Averett rolled up 260 rushing yards and scored on a kickoff return, a
fumble recovery, a 76-yard run and an 83-yard pass play.

Hampden-Sydney (1-1, 0-0 ODAC) at King’s (Pa.) (0-2, 0-0 MAC) - 1:30 p.m.
Hampden-Sydney and King’s College meet for the first time ever on Saturday afternoon.  The
Monarch’s come into the game having lost their first two contests to St. John Fisher (49-7) and
Ithaca (29-16).  The Tigers made amends for a one-point loss to Johns Hopkins with a 54-7
thumping of Gettysburg College.  Hampden-Sydney ran up 514 yards of total offense (290
passing, 224 rushing) and forced five turnovers.  Quarterback Corey Sedlar threw for 258 yards
and four touchdowns in the win.

Frostburg State (0-1, 0-1 ACFC) at Randolph-Macon (2-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 1:00 p.m.
RMC welcomes Frostburg State to Ashland for the Jackets home opener as they look to go 3-0.
RMC leads the all-time series 3-2 after a 10-7 victory last season in Frostburg, Md.  In that game,
the first drive of the second half for the Yellow Jackets resulted in a touchdown as they took a 10-
0 lead. Freshman running back Zak Thornton rushed for 30 yards during the drive and quarter-
back Kevin Allen connected with Khalil Shareef for 39-yards down to the Frostburg State one-
yard line. Three plays later, Thornton found the endzone for the game's first touchdown.
