Washington & Lee Idle
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Senior tailback Phillip Carter had his second 100-yard game
of the season as he rushed for 128 yards and two touch-
downs in the 41-16 victory over Ferrum. Carter is averaging
128 yards per game on the ground and has scored eight

touchdowns in the first three games this season...Senior quarterback
continues to play efficiently as he completed 9-of-13 passes for 173
yards and three touchdowns against Ferrum. He finished with 202 yards
total offense. Highfill is completing 68 percent of his passes this sea-
son with five TD passes and just one interception...The Bridgewater
offense cracked the 500-yard mark for the first-time this season, finish-
ing with 511 total yards against Ferrum...The Eagles rushed for more
than 300 yards for the second time this season as they finished with
338 yards on the ground against Ferrum...The Bridgewater defense
held Ferrum to just 100 yards passing and is allowing an average of
just 144 yards per game through the air...The Eagles are allowing just
13.7 points per game this season.

CUA had 392 passing yards on the day, a majority coming
from field general Keith Ricca.  Ricca threw for 326 yards to
eight different Cardinal receivers.  The passing games has
been effective for the Cardinals the past few seasons, es-

pecially the rotation of John Jacobs with Keith Ricca.  The pair each
posted big plays with Ricca hitting Pete Mercantanti with a 46-yard play
and Jacobs connecting with Mercantanti on a 58-yard pass which set
up Rich Barry's TD run.  On defense, Anthony Delborrell came away with
a season-high 16 tackles including one TFL.  He leads the team with 39
stops.  The unit held McDaniel to 100 yards passing and recorded four
sacks.

NC Wesleyan avenges last seasons 21-24 loss at the
hands of the Wasps with a 20-16 victory this season. The
E&H Wasps outgained the Bishops 344 to 287 in total of-
fense but the Wasps had 4 turnovers while the Bishops did

not give away the ball. Defensively for the Wasps they were led by Evin
O'Sullivan with 17 tackles whle Matt Baldwin had 10. O'Sullivan also
forced a fumble. Offensively the Wasps had 252 yards rushing.  Lead-
ing the way on the ground was Matt Gillespie who rushed for 88 yards
on 15 carries, while Caleb Moore rushed for 52 yards on just 8 carries.
Through the air E&H's Daniel Booher connected on 7 of 18 with 3 INT's
and 1-TD, with 92 total yards passing.

Receiver Joe Joyner recorded three touchdowns in a game
for the third week in a row, giving him nine for the season
and 24 for his career. He is one touchdown catch short of
tying for third in the GC all-time record book... Josh

Vogelbach eclipsed the 300-yard mark for the 15th time in just 23 games
played. With seven more touchdown passes, he now has 19 on the
season and 88 for his career, just three short of the all-time ODAC
record (J.D. Ricca, HSC - 91), Vogelbach also became the ODAC’s all-
time leader in pass completions during the Averett game, now standing
at 681 completions...Hagen Miller caught nine more passes for 91 yards

and a touchdown, giving
him 29 recpetions for 308
yards, both tops for the
Quakers... Saturday’s
game marked the first night
game at Guilford’s Armfield
Athletic Center. It is the first
of two-straight games un-
derneath the facilities new
lighting system... A week
after changing kickers, Hunter Chappell continues to make the move
look good as he remained perfect over the past two weeks, connecting
on all five of his extra points against Averett... Freshman defensive back
Adam Irving recorded the first two interceptions of his career... Guilford
looks to move to 4-0 for the first time since 1994 with a win over Hampden-
Sydney in next week’s ODAC opener.

Drew Smith caught seven passes for 114 yards and two
scores in H-SC's 35-33 victory over King's.  Smith's second
touchdown was on a 47-yard scoring strike, giving
Hampden-Sydney the victory.  Smith extended his streak

(H-SC record) of consecutive games with a catch to 33, while his 114
yards help to place him fifth on the ODAC receiving yards list (3,005)
and his 33 career touchdowns place him tied for second in the ODAC
record books.  The Tigers forced three turnovers to help preserve a
victory.  Sophomore Thomas Hovis intercepted a pass with only 47
seconds remaining to seal the win for Hampden-Sydney.

Zak Thornton again rushed for over a 100 yards for the third
consecutive game this season.  Thornton carried the ball
28 times for 118 yard and a touchdown.  The Yellow Jackets
as a team racked up 216 yards on the ground on 41 at-

tempts in a 20-13 loss at home to Frostburg State. Through the first
three games of the season, R-MC is averaging 197 yards a game. Ray
Johnson again had a strong week for the Yellow Jackets with 15 tackles
in a 20-13 loss to Frostburg State.  Johnson now leads the team with 29
tackles, including eight for loss.  Kyle Wiggins had a strong game on
defense registering 12 stops on the day.

OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Josh Vogelbach, QB, Guilford College
Vogelbach, a junior from North Fort Myers, Florida, earns his second Of-
fensive Player of the Week award.  Vogelbach helped the Quakers move
to 3-0 on the season for the first time since 1999 by completing 28-of-37
passes for 360 yards and seven touchdowns in a 47-13 win over Averett
University, the 2006 USA South champion.  In just three games this sea-
son, Vogelbach has thrown for 1,188 yards and 19 touchdowns.  He now
has 88 touchdown passes in his career, just three short of the ODAC record
(J.D. Ricca, HSC - 91).  He became the conference’s leader in all-time
pass completions during the Averett game, and also eclipsed the 8,000-
yard mark to become the only Guilford signal-caller to reach such a total.
His 360 yards passing marked the 15th time he’s surpassed the 300-yard
plateau in just 23 total games played.

Henson also forced a King’s fumble, one of two
caused by the Tigers as they took the ball away from King’s four times on
the afternoon.  Henson also knocked down a pass in coverage.  For the
season, Henson leads H-SC with 33 total tackles to go with two intercep-
tions and a pair of forced fumbles.

ODAC COACHING WIN/LOSS RECORDS

Bridgewater (3-0, 0-0 ODAC) at LaGrange (0-3 Independent) - 1:00 p.m.
Bridgewater and LaGrange will be meeting for only the second time on Saturday afternoon.  The
Eagles defeated the Panthers, 58-21, in Bridgewater last year.  In that contest, BC opened the
game with 21 unanswered points to spot themselves an early advantage.  The Eagle defense
held LaGrange to negative rushing yardage on the day while BC running backs Winston Young
(116 yards) and Phillip Carter (111 yards) helped the Eagles to 287 yards on the ground.  Quar-
terback Jeff Highfill was a dual threat, throwing for two scores and running for another.  The
defense sack LaGrange quarterbacks five times, costing them 23 yards of offense.

Randolph-Macon (2-1, 0-0 ODAC) at Catholic (3-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 1:00 p.m.
Catholic and Randolph-Macon open the ODAC portions of their schedules at Cardinal Stadium
in Washington, D.C.  This will be the 29th meeting between the two squads with R-MC leading
the series with a 14-13-1 record.  Catholic enters the game with a 3-0 record marking the first
time the Cardinals have been undefeated this far into the schedule since the 1998 season.
Behind a seven sack performance by its defense last year, Catholic earned its only ODAC victory
of the season with a 14-7 win over R-MC in Ashland.  Neither offense could get untracked as CUA
held R-MC to 84 yards of total offense while the Cardinals managed just 156 yards.

Newport News App. (1-1, 1-0 ACFC) at Emory & Henry (1-1, 0-0 ODAC) - 1:00 p.m.
Last season's 16-7 victory for the Wasps was a defensive struggle as E&H put up only 205 yards
in total offense to the Ship Builders 238 yards. E&H had only 11 first downs to their 14 and the
Wasps accumulated 133 yards on the ground. The short series between the two teams is tied
at three wins each as last season's matchup was the first in 60 years.

Hampden-Sydney (2-1, 0-0 ODAC) at Guilford (3-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 7:00 p.m.
Hamden-Sydney and Guilford will be meeting for the 57th time on Saturday, continuing a series
that began in 1920.  The Tigers hold a 34-22 edge in previous contests.  Last season’s meeting
was a shootout with H-SC winning the contest, 46-43.  The teams combined for 1,022 yard of
total offense (552 for GC, 470 for H-SC).  Tiger running back Josh Simpson ran for 144 yards and
three touchdowns, helping H-SC to 343 yards rushing.  Guilford quarterback Josh Vogelbach
threw for 379 yards and four touchdowns, but also threw a pair of interceptions in which one was
returned for a touchdown by Tiger linebacker, Thomas Hovis.

Averett (0-2, 0-0 USA South) vs. Washington & Lee (1-0, 0-0 ODAC) - 7:00 p.m.
Washington and Lee and Averett will be meeting on the gridiron at Salem Stadium in Salem, Va.
Proceeds from the football game will be donated to Habitat for Humanity. The game, which is
sponsored by the two schools and the City of Salem, will be played at the home of the Amos
Alonzo Stagg Bowl, the NCAA Division III Championship game.  Tickets will be sold at the gate
and are available on Ticketmaster.  There will not be any complimentary tickets and those
wishing for a media credential should contact the W&L sports information departmetn.  All
revenue received from ticket sales will be donated to Habitat for Humanity International.  The
game marks the first-ever meeting between Averett and Washington and Lee, winners of the
USA South Conference and Old Dominion Athletic Conference, respectively, during the 2006
season. The two teams will also meet in Salem in 2008, with Averett serving as the host school.
