Notes From September 23

*Washington and Lee earned its first win
over Centre since the 2003 season and its
first win over the Colonels in Danville, Ky.,
since the 2000 season with a 24-15 win on
Saturday... The Generals were led by quar-
terback Hunter Dawkins, who completed 14-
of-24 passes for a career-high 246 yards
and two touchdowns on the day... Senior
place-kicker Ben Long booted a 31-yard field
goal and became W&L'’s all-time leader for
career field goals made (25), surpassing
the mark set by Bill Devine '82... For the
first time all season, the Generals held the
lead in time of possession, controlling the
ball for more than 35 minutes in the con-
test.

*Guilford quarterback Josh Vogelbach en-
tered the weekend ranked first in the nation
in total offensive yards per game... Receiver
Chris Barnette ranked firstin NCAA Division
Il in receptions per game... The Quakers’
passing offense also led the nation through
games of Sept. 16... Guilford rolled up 552
total offensive yards in Saturday’s 46-43 loss
at Hampden-Sydney... Vogelbach passed for
379 yards and four touchdowns, which
marked his 10" straight game with at least
300 passing yards... The Quakers rushed
for a season-high 173 yards, thanks to a
career-high 77 rushing yards by Zach
Bobak, who also rushed for two scores.

Guilford’s 173 rushing yards marked its
most since gaining 218 yards on the ground
against Catholic Nov. 6, 2004.

* In E&H’s victory over NN Apprentice, of-
fense was at a premium with the two
squads combining for only 443 total yards,
238 yards for NNA and 205 for the Wasps...
Bryan Furr’s interception in the end zone
stopped the Builders from drawing to within
a field goal in the final moments, preserv-
ing E&H’s second straight victory... Quar-
terback Todd Woods, a previous ODAC
Player of the Week, tossed the game win-
ning touchdown pass of 34 yards to Jerad
Jackson to cap a 65-yard drive with under
seven minutes to play.

* Bridgewater had two running backs top
the 100-yard mark against LaGrange, the
first time that's happened since last year’s
game vs. Emory & Henry when Marcus
Washington and Winston Young turned the
trick... Against LaGrange, Young finished
with 115 yards and Phillip Carter added
111... Carter has topped the 100-yard mark
in two straight games... The Eagles finished
with 546 yards total offense against
LaGrange, the second time in four games
this season BC has gained more than 500
yards in a game... Michael Oakes became
the first BC receiver to gain more than 100
yards in a game this season when he
caught four balls for 104 yards, including a

58-yard TD pass.

* The Randolph-Macon defense continued
its string of strong showings on Saturday
by holding its opponents to 14 points or
fewer for the third time this season... The
Yellow Jacket defense forced its 10th turn-
over of the season when linebacker Chris
Collins returned a pick off for a touchdown
Saturday... After starting out the season with
three of its first four games in Ashland, R-
MC will not be back at Day Field until Octo-
ber 28th when they host Guilford after play-
ing its next three games on the road... The
Yellow Jackets will be looking to improve
its 1-9 road record over the last three sea-
sons.

Hampden-Sydney and Bridgewater will meet for the 63rd time on Saturday, continuing
a series that began in 1929. Bridgewater has won the last seven meetings between
the two squads with HSC last victory coming in the 1998 season at BC's Jopson Field.
Last season, Bridgewater used a pair of fourth quarter touchdowns to hold off the
Tigers for a 34-21 victory. The Eagles rushed for 241 yards in that game, while 326
yards through the air fueled HSC's attack.
